This light-
wight plastic offers the excact characteristics required 
for this application - easy installation, leak proof mo-
nolithic bodies, easy to clean surface and most impor-
tant the material is 100% corrosion free. 

In addition to grease separators, we also offer oil/fuel 
and coalescence separators. These are indispensable 
helpers everywhere where oil and fuel can occur. In 
this case as well, polyethylene materials ensure high-
quality, comfort and safety while working.
